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The transformation of the Israeli policies from vengeful assassinations to preemptive assassinations will not be reprimanded by the Americans, who in turn, have adopted the same policy with the justification of self-defense in the war against terror. The deeper Israeli strategy seems to be based on inciting revenge, from Palestinians and Lebanese, which widens the circle of violence and allows it to implement the mass evacuation of the Palestinians in a transfer operation that is nothing but genocide, just as it did in 1948. The time span from now until the end of the American elections is Israel's best chance to enforce its choice and get the United States involved in the region, transgressing Iraq to include Saudi Arabia. Chaos and disorder is their best choice, especially when the American oil interests are threatened.

Richard Clark, the terrorism expert in the George W. Bush administration, has exposed, this week, Deputy Secretary of Defense Paul Wolfowitz, the helper, who led the President to believe that there is a link between 9/11 and Iraq, even when experts corroborated that there is no link between the two. Clark is not the first former official to accuse senior advisors of coming to the White House with the intent of launching war on Iraq. The Defense Department decided that the war on Iraq is necessary, pre and post-9/11, amplifying the Iraqi threat while belittling that of Al Qaeda. Clark's complaint against President Bush is due to his boastful campaign when it comes to fighting terrorism, while he ignored warnings for many months, according to Clark, and has even contributed in strengthening terrorism. Clark says that Osama bin Laden has been saying for years; that America plans to invade an oil-rich Arab country. What did we do after 9/11? We invaded an oil-rich Arab country that was no threat to us. The neo-conservatives and hawks took out of Al Qaeda and its associates an excuse to implement their aims. They accomplished this through building a relationship between the poles of fundamentalism in America, Israel and the Arab and Muslim worlds, a relationship of the need for mutual fundamentalism.

In 1975, according to a classified document, former American ambassador to Saudi Arabia, James Akins, which uncovered how the "neo-hawks" planned to occupy the oil fields of Saudi Arabia; since Iraq at the time was a Soviet Union protégé, recently exposed that. In this document, Akins wonders what the motives of this plan are: "is it simply to take away the oil weapon from the Arabs and remove the pressure from Israel?" He says that American public opinion at the time, unlike today, was not ready to follow the neo-hawks to ruin. The Defense Department's advisors wondered why they spend $85 billion a year on their armed forces if they were not going to use them. Then as is the case today, the means of a military intervention were justified by "disturbances." Who initiates disturbances in the Arab region? The perpetrators are many; whether Israel, the American administration or the Arab and Islamic organizations - primarily Al Qaeda. Palestinian organizations have differentiated themselves from Al Qaeda and its associates. However, now, after Israel adopted the policy of preemptive assassinations, a new relationship between them might develop and even an Al Qaeda-Hezbollah relation should not come as a surprise if Israel implements its threat of assassinating the Party's leaders.

Amidst all this, Israel might also implement its plan of mass expulsion or "transfer" of Palestinians to neighboring countries. Should this happen, we would hear of international opposition to Israel's genocide policy. Other possible scenarios are an American occupation of the oil fields in Saudi Arabia because of disturbances and chaos in an attempt to guarantee world security, as far as oil is concerned. This might also lead to the abandonment of the Hashemite ruling family in Jordan to bring Sharon's dream to life - "an alternative homeland." How would all this contribute to the stability of the United States, the world's only superpower? Logic is not always consistent with interests, and Israel could be allowed to get the United States entangled in a chaotic atmosphere and force it to come to Israel's defense in its accountability of its transfer plans. All circumstances are favorable to such kind of developments: The Arab regimes are busy trying to maintain their power, the Arab opposition is imprisoned behind Al Qaeda and the Arab peoples do not seem to be aware that they could influence American, Israeli and Arab policies.

Is it too late? Perhaps. Have we entered the last phase? Probably. The result? Arab procedures and policies have failed in foiling the hawks' intents. It is too late for reform and it is the phase of destruction… with the exception of Israel and the American-controlled oil territories.
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
